What is Payroll Giving?

Payroll giving is an easy, tax-effective way of donating monthly to

SOS Children. You agree to have an amount deducted from your
salary each month and it will be sent to us.

How is it tax effective?

Your monthly donation will be deducted from your salary
before the tax is calculated. This means that if you agree to
donate £10 per month, it will cost you £8.00 (at 20% tax rate)
or £6.00 (at 40% tax rate).

You can decide to use it for any SOS Children's projects around the world
including sponsoring an SOS Children's Village, or you can leave it up to us.
Just let us know.

Can my employer help?
